25 yil1 askin bir siirede uluslararasi bir¢ok projede yaratict yonetmen olarak ddiiller
aldi. Yaratict Liderlik, Hareketli Grafikler, Yapay Zeka ile Tasarim konularinda birgok
uluslararasi etkinlikte atdlyeleri, seminerleri ve ¢alismalartyla yer aldi. Halen Adnan Menderes
Universitesi Gorsel Iletisim Tasarim Béliimii’nde Profesor olarak gorev almakta ve Tiirkiye'nin
ilk Yapay Zeka Tasarim Platformu COPROS’un direktorliigiinii  yapmaktadir.

He completed his Bilkent University Bachelor's
(2000), Hacettepe University Master's (2004) and Proficiency in Arts (2009) degrees with great
success. For more than 25 years, he has received awards and honors as a creative director in
many international projects.

He is still working as a Professor at Adnan Menderes University Visual Communication Design
Department and is the director of COPROS, Turkey's first Artificial Intelligence Design
Platform.



CORPOMOTUS

CorpoMotus sergisi, sanat¢1 Barig Atiker’in insan bedeni ile yapay zekanin diyalog kurdugu, gerceklik
ve dijitalin sinirlarii sorgulayan bir gorsel deneyim alanidir. Bu sergi, bedensel hareketin estetik
doniisimiinii, teknolojinin soyut ve somut bigimlerde builusturan yapay zekanin yaratici potansiyeliyle
birlestirerek, sanatin geleneksel tanimini agan yeni bir ifade bi¢imi yaratir. Atiker, dijital evrenin sinirsiz
imkanlarini insan bedeninin sinirl fakat yogun hareket diliyle harmanlayarak, bedenin siradan olan
asan bir gorsel dil olusturur ve izleyiciyi yeni bir anlayisa davet eder.

Sergide insan bedeni, sadece fiziksel bir ara¢ degil, ayn1 zamanda yapay zekanin yonlendirdigi bir
metafor haline gelir. Bedenin dogasinda var olan ritmik ve organik hareketler, dijital algoritmalar
tarafindan yeniden bicimlendirilir ve zamanla mekanin Gtesine geger. Bu siiregte, Atiker bedeni bir
arayls araci, soyut bir ifadeye doniisen bir varlik olarak yeniden sekillendirir. Bedenin ve dijital
teknolojilerin birlesimiyle gergeklik, izleyicinin gbzlemine sunulandan ¢ok daha fazlasina doniisiir ve
estetik, bu etkilesimde ¢ok katmanli bir bicim kazanir. Bedenin her hareketi, dijital diinyanin her
algoritmasi, bir anlam yaratir; her yeni form, yeni bir gercekligi cagirir.

CorpoMotus'ta bedensel sinirliliklar ortadan kalkarken, izleyici sadece fiziksel bir deneyimle
karsilagsmaz; dijitallesen diinyanin, gercekligi nasil doniistiirdiigline taniklik eder. Burada, gergeklik ve
dijitalin i¢ ige gectigi bu etkilesim, sadece bir gorsel anlati degil, ayn1 zamanda bir felsefi sorgulamadir.
Yapay zeka, bir yaratici partner olarak, sanatcinin elinde sadece bir ara¢ degil, ayn1 zamanda insan
bedeninin ifade giiciinii doniistiiren bir ortaga doniisiir. Bedeni sekillendirir, ona yeni anlamlar yiikler
Ve imgeyi, bir yansima degil, bir doniisiim olarak sunar. Her hareket, her dijital kompozisyon, bedensel
olanin ve dijitalin birlesiminde 6zgiirlesmis bir estetik yaratir. Sergi, izleyiciye sadece bir sanat eseri
degil, bir donilisiim deneyimi sunar. CorpoMotus’ta, sanat¢inin yaraticiligl, insan bedeniyle yapay
zekanin kesisim noktasinda ortaya ¢ikan doniisiimiin izini slirer. Burada, gerceklik ve dijital diinya
arasindaki iligki yeniden kurgulanir ve bedeni sadece bir sekil veya hareket olarak gormekten ¢ok, onu
estetik bir yansima, bir dijital doniisiim olarak kabul etmek gerektigi ortaya ¢ikar. CorpoMotus, sanatin,
yapay zekanin ve insanin birlikte yarattig1 bir alan1 kesfederken, ayn1 zamanda izleyiciyi, dijital sanatin
insan yaratici potansiyelini nasil doniistiirebilecegi iizerine diisiinmeye davet eder.

CORPOMOTUS

The CorpoMotus exhibition is a visual experience space by artist Barig Atiker that explores the dialogue
between the human body and artificial intelligence, questioning the boundaries between reality and the
digital realm. This exhibition creates a new form of expression that transcends the traditional definition
of art by combining the aesthetic transformation of bodily movement with the creative potential of
artificial intelligence, which manifests technology in both abstract and concrete forms. Atiker blends the
limitless possibilities of the digital universe with the limited but intense language of movement of the
human body, creating a visual language that transcends the ordinary and invites the viewer to a new
understanding.

In the exhibition, the human body becomes not only a physical tool but also a metaphor guided by
artificial intelligence. The rhythmic and organic movements inherent in the body are reshaped by digital
algorithms and transcend time and space. In this process, Atiker reshapes the body as a tool of
exploration, an entity transformed into an abstract expression. Through the fusion of the body and digital
technologies, reality becomes much more than what is presented to the viewer's observation, and
aesthetics take on a multi-layered form in this interaction. Every movement of the body, every algorithm
of the digital world, creates meaning; every new form calls forth a new reality.

In CorpoMotus, as bodily limitations disappear, the viewer encounters not only a physical experience
but also witnesses how the digital world transforms reality. Here, this interaction, where reality and the
digital intertwine, is not only a visual narrative but also a philosophical inquiry. Artificial intelligence,
as a creative partner, becomes not just a tool in the artist's hands, but also a partner that transforms the
expressive power of the human body. It shapes the body, imbues it with new meanings, and presents the
image not as a reflection but as a transformation. Every movement, every digital composition creates an
aesthetic liberated in the union of the physical and the digital. The exhibition offers the viewer not just
a work of art, but an experience of transformation. In CorpoMotus, the artist's creativity traces the
transformation that emerges at the intersection of the human body and artificial intelligence. Here, the
relationship between reality and the digital world is reconfigured, revealing that the body should be seen
not merely as a shape or movement, but as an aesthetic reflection, a digital transformation. CorpoMotus
explores a space created jointly by art, artificial intelligence, and humans, while also inviting the viewer
to reflect on how digital art can transform human creative potential.
